2008, h'e set a world record by memorizing the order of 59 decks of playing cards in two days. How did his brain store
all of this information? According to Dave, anybody’s brain can do it, but it helps to understand how memory works.

To help the brain focus,' Dave a_dvises breaking big tasks down into smaller ones. He sets a timer and works as hard
as he can for short periods of time until the timer alarm sounds. Then he takes a small break. This keeps his focus
strong. Your short-term memory can only hold information from 15 seconds to a few minutes. In addition, short-term

memory can only hold about seven things at one time. To be like Dave, long lists of data must be stored in short-term
memory. there are several techniques to do this.

One trick is to look at the first letter of every word you want to memorize. Then, create your own word, phrase, or

' sentence using all of those letters. This is called an acronym. Another trick is to organize information into parts. For

instance, your brain often retains information in parts when you try to recall a phone number. You can recall the area
code, the following three numbers, and the final four numbers in parts. This reduces the number of things your brain

. has to remember from 10 to just three.

- A third memory trick is to use visualization. For example, you might normally walk outside your home, into your house,

and into the kitchen. sequential, imagine each picture in a place along that path. Visualize that path a few times and
you'll have the information memorized. Visualization works because the brain remembers images well, and an image
is easier to remember especially when it is a stranger.

If you don't keep using the information, your brain throws it away. If you keep reviewing the information, it will go into
your long-term memory. The more you practice recalling the information, the better you will be at remembering it.

He
talked enthusiastically about the big corporations he had previously worked in and the famous clients
he had trained. He mentioned the good feedback he'd received and showed the results he was able to provide for
his clients. The participants in the training course found this information boring and irrelevant. They wanted him to
begin the training and not waste time talking about his previous achievements.

There are many ways of building trust, and the approach we choose might depend on the relationship we are
building, the culture we are used to, and our personal preferences. However, if the methods we choose
do not match the expectations of the people around us, it can lead to misunderstandings and negative assessments.

Making quick judgments about the speaker, like Valeria's clients, Kelly's new colleagues and
David's trainees did, could stop trust development and damage our chances of forming positive relationships.
